(Re)Defining Validity in Effectiveness Evaluation

Abstract:

This talk argues for a redefinition of validity in effectiveness evaluation, integrating
traditional validity typologies associated with experimentally-designed evaluations,
validity theory derived from psychometrics, and validity theory emerging within the
community of evaluation scholars. Validity is conceptualized as an argument about
research procedures in terms of their ability to create 'ideal epistemic conditions' within a
framework considering the social consequences of effectiveness evaluation. First, the
evolution of validity theory within psychometrics and evaluation will be discussed. Next,
three particular facets of a comprehensive validity argument will be detailed: (1) the utility
and relevance of the focus, (2) how diverse values are represented throughout the
evaluation process and (3) the ability of the evaluation to support the move from low-level
to high-level generalizations.

Fusing the Sight and Sound of Swing-Groove in the
Brain of Drummers

Merging audio and visual signals into a unitary event is essential for
interpreting the actions around us. We examined how experience influences
this process by using both behavioural and brain imaging (fMEI)
techniques. Our studies present audic and visual streams and compare the
ability of drummers and control participants to detect mismatches in the
synchrony or congruence of these information streams. All studies
employed a novel means of transforming motion capture data of swing
groove drumming into visual point-light displays and corresponding sounds
generated from phy=ical simulation. Behavioural results showed that
drummers, are more narrowly tuned to detect timing differences between
the audio and visual signals, and show robust performance across
variations in tempo, ccclusion and image rotation. Brain imaging results
showed large activation differences between drummers and controls in the
processing of audicvisual information. Synchrony detection engaged right
temporal areas (MTG and 3TG) for drummers and a right frontal region
(IFG) for controls. However, this same right IFG region was active in
drummers when detecting incongruence, suggesting that only controls treat
asynchrony detection as a cognitive task. In addition, for synchrony
detection, drummers showed substantial task-induced deactivation during
synchronous displays. Thus drumming expertise appears to provide
drummers both with enhanced multisenscry perceptual representations
and management of processing resources.

NIH Oxford-Cambridge Scholars Program

Dear Prospective Student,

[ am writing to tell you about a groundbreaking biomedical research doctoral program—
the National Institutes of Health-Oxford-Cambridge Scholars Program. This
innovative program grew from the realization that the next generation of research
scientists will increasingly need to adopt interdisciplinary approaches as they strive to
produce high impact research outcomes whether basic or clinical.

This is an accelerated program, and students typically receive a doctoral degree in
approximately four years. There is no standard curriculum or required coursework.
Rather, each student pursues an individualized course of study in which thesis work is
initiated at the beginning of the first year. The thesis project is carried out as a
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collaboration between two labs, with half the research undertaken at NIH and half at one of
the UK universities and each student being mentored by a senior scientist at each location.

The program takes advantage of the superb resources and training environments at
Oxford, Cambridge, and the NIH, the world’s largest biomedical research facility, the main
campus of which is located in Bethesda, Maryland where a diverse community of scientists
conduct their research in over 1000 laboratories and the world’s largest clinical research
center conducts more than 1000 clinical research protocols.

From its first class that matriculated in 2001, NIH-Oxford-Cambridge Scholars have
achieved at the highest levels of biomedical research, publishing first-author papers in
journals such as Nature, Nature Medicine, Nature Immunology, Proceedings of the National
Academy of Sciences, and The Journal of Experimental Medicine. Graduates have gone on to
do post-doctoral training in top academic institutions and industry labs, and a few have
gone directly to faculty positions.

All students are fully funded by the NIH for the duration of their doctoral work at both
research sites and receive a stipend, health insurance, and travel assistance. Through the
NIH M.D./Ph.D Partnership Training Program, we also offer funding for combined
M.D./Ph.D. training in collaboration with over twenty U.S. medical schools participating in
the Medical Scientist Training Program (MSTP).
